Overall aim: 

To run a World Cup Series of competitions with each leg featuring competitors from as many different  countries as possible, with the aim of expanding the appeal of the Paragliding Accuracy discipline.

General guidelines: 
1. Any country that has already successfully run an FAI Cat2 competition in this discipline is eligible to propose organising a leg in the World Cup.  

2. The Series will comprise up to six events in any one year, each of which will be a minimum of 2 and maximum of six rounds.  Each competition can be planned as a one day event, with one day in reserve (ie: Saturday for competition, Sunday in reserve), or may be planned as a two day event.

3. All potential competition organisers should confirm their commitment, and provide suggested dates and venue, to Matjaz Feraric before the end of the previous year (ie by December 2007 for a World Cup competition in 2008). In case of more than 6 countries proposing, selection will be by committee (competition organisers from each country + LJ+MF).  Priority will be to countries new to the World Cup and/or those which have not hosted a competition in the previous year.

4. FAI regulations – Section 7C should be used as the basis for all competitions.  Local Regulations will identify any significant divergence from these rules.

5. Competitions should be registered as FAI Cat 2 events to be valid for the World Cup.  All competing pilots should be encouraged to hold FAI licences.  Only results from pilots holding FAI licences can be submitted to FAI for WPRS.  This should be made clear to all competitors at the start of the competition.

6. World Cup points will be awarded as follows: 1st place 100 points, 2nd place 90 points, 3rd place 82 points, etc, down to 30th place…….…30th place 1 point. 

7. For each individual pilot (or team), his/her 4 out of 6 (depending on how many legs for the year) best competition results in the season will count towards the overall World Cup results

8. Team competition is run on each competition. Max 4 pilots comprise a team, but only the best three results count. During the season a competitor can run only for one team. World Cup points – Team Competition: 1st place 10 points, 2 nd place 9 points, …. 10 th place 1 point. 

9. If practical, the overall World Cup results will be announced and awards presented at the prizegiving of the final competition in the Series. 

10. International entries should be encouraged.  FAI Cat 2 rules now specify that 20% of places should be reserved for international pilots.  World Cup competitions should aim for entries from at least three countries.

11. There should be at least one judge from a country other than the host country at each competition.  Trainee Judges should be welcomed and encouraged.
12. Entry fee should be approx 25euros  including transport to launch and light refreshment (lunch snack and drink). Registration for PAWC is 5 euros just for the first competiton, which pilot is participated. Money is for awards (cup and awards for the final result )
13. Organizator should provide all awards. Minimum 300 euros for 1st place, for 2nd place 200 euros and for 3rd place 100 euros prize. 
14. All individual and team scoring results should be in Excel format and one copy sent to Matjaz and another to be sent to FAI/CIVL for WPRS points to be registered.  One copy should be provided to each nation competing.
